(CYPMD) and will include the administration of the 2024 school and college 
checking exercises.

You should ensure that 
your school or college has adequate accounts to complete the 2024 school 
and college checking exercises.

• Key Stage 4 Autumn Checking exercise-October 2024 

• 16 to 18 Autumn Checking Exercise-October 2024
